Early Literacy - According to the Department of Education, the size of a child’s vocabulary is
a strong predictor of reading and success in school. The vocabulary level of an average child’s
picture book is greater then found on Primetime television. This is one of the mamny reasons it is
so important to read out loud with your child everyday. Literacy develops long before children
enter elementary school. In fact, research shows that success in high school is highly dependent
on early literacy and language skills in the first five years of life. Research also shows us that
the involvement of a parent or teacher is critical to the readiness of children as they enter
school.
